ProBase consists of a pre-sloped composite shower base made from high- strength polypropylene, with a 40 mil nominal  Chlorinated Polyethylene (CPE) composite sheet membrane bonded to base top with the following characteristics: 

Drain area depressed to facilitate the use with most standard clamping ring drains.  Flexibility with regards to the exact location of the drain.   Membrane meets ANSI  A118.10 waterproofing standard, see IAPMO File # 4339 and ICC-ES PMG Listing # PMG-1059.
